Please accept this as a formal request to fully support REAPS applica�on for funding assistance 
in the amount of $100,000 in-kind / monetary for the construc�on of their Growing Knowledge 
Community Compost Garden. 

The City placed REAPS in a difficulty posi�on when they were forced to vacate the space with 
very litle no�ce at Lheidli T'enneh Memorial Park which they had occupied for more than 25 
years.  This space provided the delivery of their educa�onal and outreach programs and events.  
It was a space that showcased the basics of environmental stewardship in which the community 
embraced its loca�on and were frequent visitors. I have taken my elementary classes to this 
garden on several occasions and our vermicompos�ng worms spent these summer holidays 
there.
