The purpose of this report is to provide Council with a summary of Building Permits and Development 

Permits issued in August 2024, as well as a comparison of Building Permits issued for the month of 

August in the years 2022 and 2023. 

  

Building Permits: 

Please see the summary below of Building Permits issued in August of 2024 (i.e., residential, 

commercial, industrial, and institutional), and the estimated total construction value of each 

development is provided below. The construction values reflect the construction of the building or 

structure and do not include the cost of any mechanical equipment. 

 

Commercial, Industrial and Institutional Development 

 Five (5) commercial building alterations ($299,418); 

 One (1) industrial building alteration ($1,150,000); and 

 One (1) new industrial building ($500,000). 

 

Residential Development 

 Nine (9) new single-family dwellings ($5,860,000);  

 Six (6) single family alterations ($147,351); and
